WHO SHOULD APPLY?
Camp CommUNITY is open to high
school students who will have
completed the 10th, 11th or 12th
grade and  who are leaders or have
leadership potential.

WHAT IS THE COST?
The cost of Camp CommUNITY is
$375. This  includes round-trip
transportation on a chartered bus,
three meals a day, evening snacks,
air conditioned lodging, a medical
personnel, lifeguard, workshop
materials, t-shirt, and so much
more.
